IMPORTANT: The subject trains students in their specificities, also having as an objective the practice and improvement of the language.
Both the most advanced aspects of morphology and syntax, as well as those of semantics, will be worked on, adapting the language to the
different formats: written or audiovisual. Likewise, in the communicative function, the lexicon is given special attention as the basis for the
enrichment of the language and its application to the different genres and texts, and the rules of the RAE and style books are followed.

Spelling mistakes made by students in the different evaluation activities will be penalized.

It is essential that students learn to express themselves correctly and fluently orally or in writing, adapting to different registers, which
includes the ability to write clear and well-structured texts, to analyze different types of speech and to write detailed expositions of topics.
