Both?”  Based on survey results from Universidad Europea, Madrid, presenters will provide CLIL assessment strategies and participants will be able to create their own tools to share and take with them. Assessment is always a challenge in teaching and learning, and even more so in CLIL environments where learning in an L2 poses extra difficulties.  With 4.5 million tertiary students enrolled outside their countries in 2012 and a projection of 7 million by 2020 (OECD, 2014) issues concerning the quality of multilingual education are quickly arising for universities wishing to internationalize.  Within this changing HE context:
EMI raises many questions for exams and assessment: What language should exams be in? What form should they take? Do teachers have a sufficiently high level of English to write and mark exams? What is being assessed, the English or the subject content? (Dearden, 2014)

This practical workshop is based on survey results regarding the perceptions of professors and students at UEM in 2014-15 EMI courses.  Presenters will outline different types of assessment (diagnostic, formative, and summative) and how they relate to Tertiary EMI/CLIL. “There are significant cultural differences between students from different countries on study patterns, but formative assessment is now a proven example of good practice especially in environments that have a degree of cultural diversity” (Marsh, Pavon and Frigols, 2013). Participants will then discuss challenges in assessing in EMI courses through examples from their own experience. Presenters and participants will work in groups to create rubrics based on competency-specific activities and come up with learning aims and outcomes.  Finally, all will share their results so attendees may leave with a set of assessment tools to aid them in the EMI classroom.
