Participants will then adapt activities to a variety of CLIL environments and share their work with the group. (58)

Current internationalization trends in higher education  have led to an increase in courses and degrees offered through English to students who are largely non-native speakers. However, universities do not always consider the teacher training needs to ensure the quality of instructions in such programs (Jenkins, 2014). With 4.1 million tertiary students enrolled outside their countries in 2010 and a projection of 7 million by 2020 (OECD, 2012) it is quickly becoming imperative to come up with practical methods to improve the quality of multilingual education at universities.  Presenters argue that faculty teaching in a second language need training in CLIL and second language acquisition.
This practical workshop is based on the experience of faculty training courses offered to professors teaching content through English carried out at UEM between 2011 and2014 and will  start out with a discussion on the challenges posed by teaching content through L2, asking participants to provide examples from their own experience. Then presenters will showcase examples of good practice in order to elicit responses from participants as to what aims, competences, structures and content these examples illustrate. As a follow-up, presenters will relate the responses to CLIL methodology referring to lesson planning, scaffolding, competence-based learning, flipped classrooms and task-based communicative learning.  In the final part of the workshop, participants will work in groups, to adapt activities provided by the presenters to a CLIL classroom environment. The workshop will conclude with a brief presentation of these activities by group leaders and a recommendation of support materials.
