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Abstract
Co-teaching, in the sense of a collaborative partnership between two or more teachers, offers an opportunity for professional development for the teachers involved, as well as multiple benefits for students including greater variety of instruction, access to multiple perspectives, or increased diversity of feedback. In this practical workshop, participants will explore ways to set up a successful co-teaching experience. 
Summary 
In line with Ana Halbach’s comment on the “closed doors” of our classrooms during the 2016 IATEFL conference, many teachers perceive their profession as a solitary one, in which the classroom experience is not generally shared with other colleagues. Co-teaching can provide an opportunity to share the classroom experience with a colleague, resulting in a peer learning experience on the part of the teachers, and a richer classroom context and closer attention to diversity for students. 
This practical workshop targets teachers who work in a collaborative environment, in primary, secondary, higher or adult education and have either had or would like to have a co-teaching experience in the future. Presenters will (1) introduce different co-teaching models based on teacher presence (team-teaching/station teaching/parallel teaching) and teacher roles (lead/lead, lead/support, content/language), (2) contextualise the models, inviting participants to discuss challenges and solutions provided by each model and, lastly (3) outline the practical steps that need to be taken in order to set up a successful teaching collaboration, including planning, communication, classroom management, and assessment. 
During the workshop, examples from the literature and the presenters’ own experience (as part of a teaching innovation project)  will be provided and discussed with participants. Activities include a self-assessment task on co-teaching skills, a simulation of lesson planning and a negotiation of assessment strategies. At all times, space for sharing information, beliefs and practice will be provided.
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
