This course offers a comprehensive introduction to the dynamics of economic globalization within the field of International Political
Economy (IPE). It examines how the interaction between states, markets, and international institutions has shaped the modern global

economic order, generating both unprecedented growth and persistent inequalities.

Students will explore the historical and theoretical roots of globalization, from mercantilism and economic liberalism to the capitalist
revolution and the emergence of the liberal international order. The course then addresses major global transformations, including

financial crises, the European integration process, and the political and social backlash against globalization.

In its final section, the course engages with contemporary challenges such as migration governance, geopolitical fragmentation, and
the trend toward deglobalization. Through lectures, readings, and interactive debates, students will develop a critical understanding of

how global economic interdependence evolves and what its future might hold in an increasingly uncertain international environment.
