METODOLOGIA DOCENTE

Aspectos metodologicos generales de la asignatura

La Inteligencia Artificial (IA) esta revolucionando la forma en que ensefiamos y aprendemos en el ambito universitario. En la asignatura de
Economia Politica Internacional las herramientas de IA ofrecen oportunidades para enriquecer el aprendizaje, y preparar a los estudiantes

para un mundo profesional cada vez mas digitalizado.

Esta seccion metodoldgica identifica las principales herramientas de IA que pueden transformar la experiencia educativa en EPI,
proporcionando recursos innovadores para mejorar los resultados académicos. Es imprescindible resaltar aqui la importancia de una
implantacién de manera ética y responsable en el entorno académico. Dicho esto, cada profesor decidira el grado de uso de la IA seguin

su enfoque pedagdgico y el ritmo de su incorporacién a las actividades formativas.

Metodologia Presencial: Actividades

La metodologia presencial de la asignatura se ve dinamizada por la utilizacién de diferentes herramientas por parte del profesor y del

estudiante. Sin ser una lista exhaustiva las distintas categorias de herramientas de IA mas populares son:

1. Asistentes de redaccion como ChatGPT y Claude para elaboracion de textos y andlisis. Y Gamma para presentaciones
especialmente. Estos modelos de lenguaje avanzados ayudan a generar, estructurar y mejorar contenidos. Ayudan a crear esquemas
facilitando la organizacién de ideas complejas en estructuras coherentes, facilitando la explicacion de teorias complejas.

Aplicaciones précticas en la asignatura podrian incluir la revision estilistica y gramatical de textos con el fin de mejorar la claridad
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expositiva. NB Es necesario utilizar estas herramientas como complemento y no como sustituto del pensamiento critico y el
desarrollo de una voz académica propia.

2. Traductores avanzados DeeplL y Google Translate facilitan acceso a fuentes internacionales diversas, ampliando significativamente
la base bibliografica.

3. Plataformas de investigacion: Elicit y Consensus son plataformas que permiten bldsquedas mas inteligentes y sintéticas que bases
de datos tradicionales. Ayudan a encontrar los articulos mas relevantes sefialando las conclusiones principales o las metodologias
usadas. Facilitan el proceso de investigacion y el desarrollo de criterios de evaluacion de la calidad y relevancia de la literatura
académica.

4. Asistentes de lectura Scholarcy y TLDR(Too long, didn't read): permiten que estudiantes procesan y comprenden grandes
volumenes de textos complejos en forma de articulos académicos, informes gubernamentales e institucionales de caracter
internacional.

5. Visualizacion de datos Tableau y Power BI. La Politica Econémica Internacional se fundamenta en el andlisis e interpretacion de
grandes volumenes de datos. Estas herramientas facilitan la comprension de tendencias y relaciones entre variables con datos
actualizados.

6. Finalmente, last but not least, integrar al proceso formativo una conversacion y reflexion sobre la ética de la IA en el entorno

universitario. Las Guia Docentes incluyen en la seccién de evaluacion un aviso sobre el uso adecuado de la IA.

Metodologia No presencial: Actividades

La metodologia no presencial basada en estudio auténomo se centra en el aprendizaje independiente del estudiante fuera del aula. El eje
principal es la lectura estructurada de manuales y textos clave. Asi el estudiante debe prepararse previamente a las clases magistrales y
actividades en el aula. Este enfoque fomenta la gestién autonoma del tiempo, la comprensién profunda de los conceptos y la capacidad
critica. El profesor puede orientar el proceso formativo mediante preguntas de discusion y evaluaciones de diverso indole (quiz,
resimenes, mapas concéptualos).

TEACHING METHODOLOGY

General methodological aspects of the subject

Artificial Intelligence (Al) is revolutionizing the way we teach and learn in the university environment. In the subject of International Political
Economy, Al tools offer opportunities to enrich learning, and prepare students for an increasingly digitized professional world.

This methodological section identifies the main Al tools that can transform the educational experience in ECE, providing innovative resources to
improve academic outcomes. It is essential to highlight here the importance of an ethical and responsible implementation in the academic
environment. That said, each teacher will decide the degree of use of Al according to their pedagogical approach and the pace of its incorporation
into training activities.

Face-to-face Methodology: Activities

The face-to-face methodology of the subject is energized by the use of different tools by the teacher and the student. Without being an
exhaustive list, the different categories of most popular Al tools are:

1. Writing assistants such as ChatGPT and Claude for text preparation and analysis. And Gamma for presentations especially. These
advanced language models help generate, structure, and improve content. They help to create schemes by facilitating the organization
of complex ideas into coherent structures, facilitating the explanation of complex theories. Practical applications in the subject could
include stylistic and grammatical revision of texts in order to improve expository clarity. NB It is necessary to use these tools as a
complement and not as a substitute for critical thinking and the development of one's own academic voice.
2. Advanced translators DeepL and Google Translate provide access to diverse international sources, significantly expanding the
bibliographic base.
Research platforms: Elicit and Consensus are platforms that allow smarter and more synthetic searches than traditional databases.
They help to find the most relevant articles by pointing out the main conclusions or the methodologies used. They facilitate the research
process and the development of criteria for evaluating the quality and relevance of academic literature.
Scholarcy and TLDR (Too long, didn't read) reading assistants: allow students to process and understand large volumes of complex
texts in the form of academic articles, government and institutional reports of an international nature.
Tableau and Power Bl data visualization.International Economic Policy is based on the analysis and interpretation of large volumes of
data. These tools make it easier to understand trends and relationships between variables with up-to-date data.
1. Finally, last but not least, to integrate a conversation and reflection on the ethics of Al in the university environment into the training
process. The Teaching Guides include a warning on the appropriate use of Al in the evaluation section.

Non-Face-to-Face Methodology: Activities
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The non-face-to-face methodology based on autonomous study focuses on the independent learning of the student outside the classroom. The
main axis is the structured reading of manuals and key texts. Thus, the student must prepare prior to the master classes and classroom activities.
This approach encourages autonomous time management, deep understanding of concepts, and critical capacity. The teacher can guide the
training process through discussion questions and evaluations of various kinds (quizzes, summaries, concept maps).
