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In Spain and in the European Union the Environmental Law is part of the daily activity of all types
of companies, not only the industrial ones, but those belonging to other economic sectors, such as
financial, insurance or tourism. The public authorities, as well as other relevant parties (judges, public
notaries, registrars) must also know this part of the legal system. Therefore, the subject of
"Environmental Law" provides the student with the knowledge of a set of rules with which most likely
he/she will have to deal in his/her future professional activity, whichever it may be.

V. TEACHING METHODOLOGY

Classroom methodology. Activities

Lectures: at least one part of the program will be taught in such classes, consisting of a clear
and structured presentation by the teacher. This exhibition will have a theoretical component
complemented with the approach and resolution of legal problems, which require the active participation
of students. The main objective of this activity is to present and introduce students to the content in
question, so that they can focus their study and develop the proposed practical work.

To allow the activie participation of students, they will know previously the content of the class
and materials that can be used for its preparation (namely, rules, books and case law). In addition,
activities are scheduled to stimulate the development of these sessions, especially presentations by
students of some of the issues, clarification of doubts, and exposure of disputes or arguments on the
specific subject. Group work is encouraged.

Solving exercises, problems or case studies: the students solve in class with teacher helping
a problem or event that may have previously raised. In these classes the teacher will guide the
interventions.

Methodology distance. Activities

Preparation before lectures

Solving exercises, problems or case studies: work that students do outside of class to solve
the exercises proposed problems or cases. To do this, the teacher can provide literature and materials.

Student autonomous work: work outside the classroom, including literature search, with which
the student consolidates his knowledge to overcome the exam.

Resolution of practical cases and legal problems posed during class.
