DATOS ESPECIFICOS DE LA ASIGNATURA

Aportacion al perfil profesional de la titulacion

En el campo de la economia y de las finanzas, los modelos y teorias de comportamiento estandar desarrollados a lo largo del siglo XX han
estado basados en los supuestos del "homo economicus”, en los que los individuos tratan de maximizar su utilidad de forma egoista, son

perfectamente racionales, y cuentan con recursos cognitivos ilimitados.

Aunque estos modelos dan una aproximacion razonable en muchos caos, sin embargo, a lo largo de los Ultimos 30 afos los psicélogos,
los economistas y los economistas experimentales han documentado formas en las que el modelo estandar es erréneo en aspectos

importantes.

El objetivo de este curso es proporcionar una panoramica introductoria de las principales areas de estudio en el campo de la economia del
comportamiento y de las finanzas conductuales, incorporando también una aproximacién empirica mediante la realizacion de
experimentos y modelos empiricos. Se analizaran los principales sesgos cognitivos y emocionales en el procesamiento de la informacién y

la toma de decisiones. Se analizaran sus consecuencias en el campo de la economia y las finanzas, asi como posibles remedios para limitar
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su alcance o incluso cambiar comportamientos mediante nudges o incentivos.

Conocer los conceptos y herramientas basicas del anélisis econémico clasico para la toma de decisiones.

Conocer los fundamentos del disefio y la interpretacion de resultados de los métodos empiricos (experimentos y modelos econométricos

de regresion) para poder analizar relaciones entre variables y testar hipotesis

It is a prerequisite to pass the course in any of the exams that the exam obtains a grade higher than 5 points (on a scale of 0 to 10 points).
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The oral defense of the paper is 15% of the final grade, independently of the grade of the written paper (20% divided between 12%
proposal and 8% written essay).

Students in Extraordinary Call (2nd): the same grading system will be followed as for the ordinary call (all the components of continuous
evaluation carried out during the course are weighted). The student who has not done or has failed the practical project must do it again
for this call. The underlying philosophy is that the extraordinary exam cannot be a way of not carrying out the empirical application
project.

Exchange students (OUT) and other calls: It is strongly recommended to complete and submit the empirical application project as a way to
better understand the subject and know how to apply it to the economic and business reality. The final grade will be the best of the
following two options: a) 100% exam b) 70% exam and 30% project. In the case of students of the 3rd and subsequent calls, it must be a
new work, on a different topic from the one submitted in the 1st/2nd call.

Students with dispensation of schooling and exceptional situations: will be dealt with on a case by case basis, seeking a balance between

equity and learning objectives.
