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Resumen: La pandemia provocada por el COVID-19 plantea de forma urgente y
dramatica la necesidad de adoptar una amplia perspectiva evolutiva, ecolégica y
geografica para abordar los problemas de salud publica. Con este fin, se propone
rescatar el planteamiento de la “bioética global” formulado por Van Rensselaer
Potter en el momento en el que emergia la ecologia como disciplina académica y
movimiento cultural. Este capitulo sugiere adoptar la salud planetaria como marco
conceptual en el que los actuales retos socioambientales—como las enfermedades
de origen zoonotico— vy los dilemas morales que plantean deberian inscribirse para
poder ser correctamente analizados.
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Abstract: The COVID-19 pandemic urgently and dramatically raises the need to
take a broad evolutionary, ecological and geographical perspective to tackle public
health issues. To this end, this article aims to rescue the “global bioethics” approach
formulated by Van Rensselaer Potter at a time when ecology was emerging as an
academic discipline and cultural movement. In this chapter I argue current so-
cio-environmental challenges, such as emerging infectious diseases and the moral
dilemmas they pose, require an expanded conceptual framework, the planetary
health perspective, in order to be correctly analyzed.
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
